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Animal Room Lighting

I.
PURPOSE:
To provide and monitor adequate lighting in the animal rooms.

II.
SCOPE:

All WRAIR animal-holding areas.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Director, Division of Veterinary Medicine is responsible for reviewing this SOP annually.


B.
The contract Project Manager will ensure that the animal caretakers are in compliance with this SOP. 


C.
The NCOIC, DVM is responsible for updating this SOP annually.


D.
All personnel in the Division of Veterinary Medicine will be responsible for reading and complying with the provisions herein.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Set animal room lighting on a 12-hour on/off cycle. Cycle may be varied for specific species or protocol.  Variations in light cycles will be noted on room door signs and approved by the Chief, Department of Animal Resources, or the Chief, Department of Animal Medicine and contract supervisor prior to changing light timers. The NCOIC, DAR is responsible for changing any parameters on the REES system at Bldg. 511.


B.
The contract supervisor, Bldg. 40 is responsible for verifying the performance of the timers once per month. 


C.
If the lighting is not on an automatic timer, it is the responsibility of the SDNCO to ensure lights are manually turned on at 0600 and off at 1800 hours or as stated on the door instructions. 


D.
Burned light bulbs need to be replaced immediately to maintain a constant lighting environment.  Notify the Work Order Coordinator so that the Facility Maintenance Manager - Logistics can notify DPW for necessary repairs. 


E.
Make sure all equipment lights (lights within biosafety cabinets) are turned off at the end of the light cycle.


F.
Corridor lights should be dimmed during the dark phase of the cycle. Avoid unnecessary opening of animal room doors during the dark phase.
