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Operation of the Calgon Vestal Sanitation Sprayer II

I.
PURPOSE:
To establish proper procedures for the operation of the "Calgon Vestal" Sanitation Sprayer II.

II.
SCOPE:
This SOP applies to all personnel who are involved in the monthly sanitizing of animal rooms.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Chief, Department of Animal Husbandry, will review this SOP annually.


B.
The Civilian Caretaker Supervisor will:



1.
Update this SOP annually



2.
Ensure animal caretakers are trained in appropriate use of this equipment.


C.
Civilian Caretakers are responsible for proper utilization and maintenance of this equipment.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Sanitize the walls and floor surfaces of animal rooms monthly using the "Calgon Vestal" Sanitation Sprayer II.  See SOP-DVM-310, Room Sanitation, for proper room sanitation.


B.
Operate the sprayer:



1.
Open a container of approved disinfectant and pour into mixing container of the Sanitation Sprayer.



2.
Connect a water hose at the hook-up on the sprayer and direct the spray with the wand.


B.
Report any malfunctions or damage to the equipment to the Civilian Caretaker Supervisor immediately.
