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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES

Recurring Maintenance of Old World Non-Human Primates

I.
Purpose:  To establish proper procedures for the routine care and husbandry of Old World Non-Human Primates.

II.
Scope:  This SOP applies to all personnel who work with or around non-human primates.

III.
Responsibilities:


A.
The Director, Division of Vet Medicine will review this SOP annually.


B.
The Chief, DAR will assume responsibility for this SOP and its annual update.


C.
The DAR and DAM Primate Section NCOIC’s will assure compliance with this SOP.


D.
The animal caretaker in charge of assigned rooms will ensure that NHP husbandry is performed IAW this SOP.


E.
The Civilian Caretaker Supervisor will inspect rooms daily for compliance with this SOP.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Animal Health:



1.
For daily rounds, medical observations, and treatments refer to SOP-DVM-522, Daily Animal Health Rounds.



2.
Report any problems requiring immediate attention to the veterinarian.


B.
Sanitation:



1.
The Animal Caretaker Staff is responsible for sanitation.



2.
Immediately report poor sanitation to the Department NCOIC or Chief, (SOP-DVM-254, Non-Human Primate Room Sanitation Bldg. 511).


C.
Feeding:



1.
The Department Chief will determine the ideal weight range for each animal.



2.
Post ideal and quarterly weights on each individual’s SF 512.



3.
The Department Chief will adjust diets as necessary to achieve or maintain the animal’s ideal weight.



4.
Post each animal’s ration on the animal’s cage with a marker; erase with alcohol prior to sanitization.



5.
Record the initial ration and any subsequent ration adjustments prescribed by the Department Chief on the SF 600 maintained in each animal’s medical record.  Post ration changes on the animal’s cage.

Dentistry:  Perform teeth cleaning as necessary utilizing proper safety equipment (i.e. HEPA filtered respirator, full eye protection, double gloves, bio-safety cabinet) to protect the person performing the dentistry.
