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I.
PURPOSE: To describe procedures for controlling vermin in Division facilities.

II.
SCOPE: This SOP applies to all Division personnel.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Chief, Department of Animal Husbandry is responsible for reviewing and updating this SOP annually.


B.
The COR, Pest Control contract is responsible for monitoring the contract.


C.
Supervisors are responsible for ensuring that all personnel within their sections are informed of the guidance in this SOP and to oversee implementation within the sections.  Supervisors are responsible for correcting minor situations within their sections that could lead to vermin infestation or to submit work orders to correct significant situations.

V.
PROCEDURES:


A.
General:



1.
The current contractor manages Pest and Vermin control within Division facilities.




a.
The COR on this contract is at DPW. The Division POC is the NCOIC, DAH.




b.
The presence of pests will be brought to the COR's attention.


B.
Specific:



1.
Organic Waste - Administrative areas





a.
Trash should be disposed of daily.  Trashcans equipped with lids will be closed.





b.
Foods should be stored in sealed containers.





c.
Food waste should be removed from office areas daily.





d.
Exterior doors and windows should remain closed as much as possible to reduce fly numbers. Holes, cracks, voids, etc. in walls or doors or windows will be brought to the COR's attention.





e.
The air curtain fan for the loading dock door in building 511 will be on when the door is open.



2.
Organic Waste - Animal areas




a.
All animal feed containers will be tightly covered when not in use.




b.
Spilled/excess feed in caging and on the floor will be removed as expediently as possible.




c.
Animal room drains will be thoroughly flushed following cleaning.  A disinfectant solution will be poured into the drain following the flushing.



3.
All supplies (including feed and bedding) will be moved to designated storage as soon as possible after receipt and inspection of all packaging.



4.
Outside areas - Trash, refuse, construction materials, etc. will not be allowed to collect near the building. Vegetation will be cut as low as practical. Dumpsters will be placed away from the building and kept closed at all times.
