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I.
PURPOSE: This SOP delineates the specific procedures for Room 3042 to 

reflect the "Guidelines for Animal Room Sanitation Handout" attached.

II.
SCOPE: This SOP is applicable-to all personnel assigned tip The Department 

of Animal Medicine (DAM) and to Neuropsychiatry (NP) personnel who work with 

the animals in room 3042.

III.       RESPONSIBILITIES:

          A.
The Primary Investigator (PI) will be responsible for insuring the 

animals housed in room 3042 receive proper sanitation,, feeding, and 

watering IAW policies for husbandry and care of animals housed within the 

institute.

          B.
The Protocol Support OIC, DAM, is responsible for providing 

instruction and coordinating support by DAM personnel.

IV.
Procedures:

   A.   Sanitation intervals:

1.    Plastic bedding pans, automatic feeder chutes,press levers, 

shock grids,stainless steel bedding pans, exercise wheels, and the boxes themselves will be sanitized every other week.

                    2.    Electronic water bottle stoppers and stems will be disinfected 

between different animals.

  B.  Sanitation procedures:

                  1.   Clean with hot water and detergent to remove all organic 

material, then rinse with fresh water.

                  2.   Wipe with the disinfectant, allow it to remain in   contact for ten minutes minimum, then wipe off   with a wet cloth.
     3.  If different animals are used, disinfect between   animals.

                4.  Rats may be placed in shoebox cages and an entire row of 

operant conditioning boxes/cages cleaned in succession.  This will avoid downtime while allowing enough contact time for the disinfectant to work. 

                5.  Half of the cages will be sanitized each week to   ensure biweekly clearing.

          C.
 On a weekly basis, the floor of the room will be swept   clean, 

mopped with a disinfectant solution, and allowed to dry.  The floor will then 

be rinsed by mopping with fresh water.  The bucket and mop must be   

sanitized monthly by sending it upstairs to the cage wash.

          D.
 Water bottles will be exchanged twice a week.  Mr.   Pervis 

Samuel will bring a rack of new water bottles   filled with acidified water and 

take away the dirty   rack.  Empty water bottles should be replaced with   

new, filled bottles.

          E.
 Monthly: Wall and ceiling wipe sanitation will be done by NP 

lab personnel.  POC is John Witholm at 782-3008.   The Division of 

Veterinary Medicine will provide equipment and instructions.

           F.
 A room log will be maintained by lab. personnel.  It is posted on 

the wall of room 3042 that is closest to the corridor.  The DAM tech doing 

rounds on the third floor will supply new log sheets and collect old log sheets 

at the end of the month.

           G.
 Animals housed in room 3042 will have their bedding   changed 

and receive fresh food and water daily.  The Division of Veterinary Medicine 

will supply bedding.  NP will provide feed pellets suitable for their

equipment.  The Division of Veterinary Medicine will provide standard rodent 

chow if requested.  

           H.
Feed pellet containers will be discarded when empty and not 

reused to store food unless sanitized.
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
