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Treatment and Workshop Room Sanitation

I.
PURPOSE: To properly disinfect animal treatment and workshop rooms.

II.
SCOPE: All personnel cleaning and disinfecting animal treatment and workshop rooms.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
Chiefs, Department of Animal Resources and Department of Animal Medicine will:



1.
Ensure that the SOP is implemented.



2.
Ensure that a room sanitation logbook is maintained



3.
Review the SOP annually.


B.
Department NCOIC’s:



1.
Are responsible for maintenance of a room sanitation logbook



2.
Will update this SOP as needed.

IV.
SUPPLIES:


A.
NPD (Convatec)


B.
Disposable paper towels


C.
Rinse water bucket


D.
Squeegee and mop


E.
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) - coveralls, cap, facemask, gloves, rubber boots, goggles 


F.
Water hose with pressure nozzle (workshop room only)

V.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Animal Treatment Rooms:



1.
Put on all required PPE.



2.
Prepare NPD (Convatec) IAW manufacturer’s instructions.



3.
Sponge mop the entire room with NPD in the following order: ceiling and walls, if soiled, and floor.  Rinse the dirty mop in a bucket of clean water, changing water frequently.



4.
Clean equipment (cabinetry, table, sink, etc.) with disposable towels and NPD. Towels are disposed of along with disposable PPE.


B.
Workshop Room:  Clean the workshop room as above except:



1.
First clean the animal holding area and floor with NPD and a high-pressure water hose with a proportioner nozzle.



2.
The floor and animal holding areas are rinsed with clean water and the floor squeegeed.


C.
Cleaning Schedule:



1.
Clean and disinfect all rooms as needed, or at least before and after each use (workshop room) or weekly (treatment room).



2.
When animals with a known infectious disease are treated in treatment room, consult a veterinarian for proper detergents/disinfectants and procedures for special sanitation.



3.
Ensure that an entry is made in the room sanitation logbook that includes the date and responsible person.
