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Husbandry and Care of Non-Human Primates 

Infected With Simian-Human Immunodeficiency Virus (SHIV)
I.
PURPOSE: To establish proper procedures for the routine husbandry and care of Macaca sp. infected with SHIV.

II.
SCOPE: All personnel working with or around Macaca sp. infected with SHIV.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
Chief, Department of Animal Resources will review of this SOP annually.


B.
The DAR NCOIC will ensure that the care of the NHP’s is carried out IAW this SOP.


C.
The caretaker in charge of assigned rooms will ensure that the husbandry of the NHP’s is carried out IAW this SOP.

IV.
PROCEDURES: The husbandry and care of macaca sp. infected with SHIV will be IAW SOP 232, Husbandry of the Rhesus and Cynomologous Monkeys and DVM SOP 254, Nonhuman Primate Room Sanitation, with the following additional requirements:


A.
Protective Clothing:



1.
All personnel entering the animal room where SHIV infected monkeys are housed will wear a mask, full face shield, head cover, disposable coveralls, 2 pairs of gloves, and shoe covers.



2.
Remove protective clothing immediately after exiting the animal room.




a.
Protective clothing must not be worn beyond the boundary of the SHIV anteroom.




b.
Discard all protective clothing in the trashcan located in the anteroom and collect in autoclavable bags.




c.
Spray the bag(s) Clidox (1:18:1) disinfectant prior to removal from the anteroom, then autoclave sprayed bags in the cage wash area.



3.
Personnel must wash their hands immediately after removing protective clothing in the sink located in the anteroom or in the portable sink outside the room in the event there is no anteroom.


B.
Daily Maintenance:  In addition to the practices outlined in DVM SOP 254, Non-Human Primate Room Sanitation, damp mop the anteroom after each cleaning/feeding.


C.
Biweekly Maintenance:



1.
Place primates into a new cage every two weeks.



2.
Spray the dirty cage with TBQ disinfectant (1:28:1).  Allow disinfectant spray to remain in contact with the cage for at least 15 minutes prior to removal directly to the cage wash area.


D.
Environmental Enrichment



1.
Primates infected with SHIV will remain on a normal enrichment schedule.



2.
Cage complexities such as hanging toys, mirrors, and foraging devices will be removed biweekly.  All enrichment devices will be soaked in TBQ disinfectant solution for 15 minutes prior to removal from the animal room (anteroom).  Following disinfection, the devices will be taken directly to the cage wash area for cleaning.
