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I.
PURPOSE: To establish procedures for the use of the EC-60 Cardiac/Respiratory Monitor.

II.
SCOPE: Applicable to all personnel assigned to the Division of Veterinary Medicine.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
Chiefs, Departments of Animal Medicine and Animal Resources will review and update this SOP annually.


B.
Non Commissioned Officers In Charge of veterinary technicians will insure that the EC-60 is working properly and that all maintenance is completed when needed.


C.
All veterinary technicians will know the location of the EC-60 and its operation.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Setting up the ECG for use:



1.
Ensure the following items are present:




a.
The EC-60 Monitor




b.
The Power Supply Adaptor/Charger




c.
Electrode Leads (with crocodile clips at one end and 7 pin din plug at the other)




d.
Respiratory Monitor Sensor Head




e.
Hard Carrying Case



2.
Connect the Power Supply Adaptor to the mains (PLUG IN THE POWER SUPPLY ADAPTOR) then connect it to the EC-60 Monitor.  (The yellow light indicates that the battery is being charged.)



3.
Turn power on and the yellow light will go out and the screen will be illuminated.  (You can adjust contrast to your needs by turning the blue contrast button or by moving the handle of the monitor to set it at different angles.)



4.
The screen should have a steady trace across it, and a row of control symbols.  Plug in the Electrode Leads to the EC-60 and now its ready to use. (See instruction manual located in the hard carrying case for functions of each symbol).


B.
Connecting the electrodes to the patient:



1.
Each electrode is marked as follows:




RIGHT ARM - RED & RA




LEFT ARM  - YELLOW & LA




LEFT LEG  - GREEN & LL




RIGHT LEG - BLACK & RL



2.
Connect each electrode to its proper limb by clipping onto loose skin where KY jelly or other conductive jelly has been rubbed into the hair or fur and the skin.




a.
The leads should be attached to the animal in the "armpit areas" where limbs leave the body.




b.
The animal should be in the right lateral position when performing ECG.


C.
Connecting the Respiratory Monitor Sensor Head: Connect the respiratory monitor sensor head to the endotracheal tube.  The glass bead on the respiratory probe should be pushed in until it is just above the endotracheal tube.  (You can use tape to secure it in place).


D.
Special Instructions:  For special functions and instructions see the manufacturer’s instruction manual located in hard carrying case with the EC-60.
